Submitted papers will be 
reviewed by CSI 2005 program Committee and external renowned referees based on 
originality, significance, technical soundness, and clarity of presentation. Notification 
of paper acceptance/rejection will be sent on March 31, 2005. All accepted papers 
will be published in the JCIS 2005 proceedings for which a camera-ready version 



with text in 10-point font, double-column single-space style should be prepared by the 
author(s). Authors are encouraged to submit extended versions of their papers to the 
Information Sciences Journal (Elsevier) where they will be subject to further review.
